Shihan and Dr. Ron Layton —

Serving our country for more than 25 years

Ron Layton was appointed Deputy Assistant
Director of the Office of Strategic Intelligence and
Information in March of 2017. In this position, Mr.
Layton has direct oversight of the agency’s protective
intelligence, threat assessment, behavioral analysis
program, and all counter surveillance activities.

A 25-year veteran of the Secret Service, Mr. Layton
has served in numerous supervisory assignments.
Prior to his appointment as Deputy Assistant Director,
Mr. Layton was the Special Agent in Charge of the
White House Technical liaison section, responsible
for the daily operations and long-term strategy for
information systems provided to the President.

Mr. Layton began his career in the Philadelphia
Field Office as a Special Agent. He was subsequently
assigned to several positions in Washington, D.C. to
include the Presidential Protective Division (PPD),
the Counter Assault Team, and Criminal Investigative
Division (CID). Mr. Layton’s supervisory career began
as the Deputy Director of the National Cyber Security
Division (NCSD) of the Department of Homeland
Security (DHS), the Program Director of the Secret
Service Electronic crimes task forces; supervising
17 ECTF’s across the United States. Mr. Layton also
worked as a supervisor in the Special Operations
Division (SOD), commanding counter assault teams
in Iraq and Afghanistan, as well as numerous foreign
and domestic trips, providing tactical support and
protection to the President. While assigned to SOD,
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Mr. Layton was the chief tactical
architect of several National
Special Security Events (NSSE);
to include, the Republican
National Convention, the
Democratic National Convention, |
the Visit of the Pope to the United |
States and the G-20. Mr. Layton

Office. In his next assignment
returning to Washington, D.C., Mr. Layton was
appointed as the Deputy Chief Information Officer
(DCIO), responsible for the alignment of technology
to mission for the agency.

Prior to his appointment with the Secret Service,
Mr. Layton worked as an electrical engineer writing
software in the automation and controls industry. In
addition, Mr. Layton worked as an adjunct instructor
of Physics and Mathematics at the University of
Pittsburgh. Mr. Layton holds a Ph.D. in Electrical
Engineering and a Ph.D. in Business Administration.

Ron Layton’s ties to the Kwanmukan extend to
his early childhood training in the martial arts. His
knowledge and real-life experience, as well as his
superior ability to teach, make him a treasured asset
to the KMK. Don’t miss the chance to train with
Shihan Layton — not many martial artists are afforded
this unique and exciting opportunity.

Great Grandmaster
Anderson often used
quartering as an analytical
tool, starting with a circle
and then dividing it into
four parts. At just about
every lecture, he drew a
circle on his white board
and then quartered it to
convey his thoughts on
some aspect of martial

arts and the Kwanmukan.
As Hanshi Anderson was
an eclectic and life-long
student, his quartering
presentation was never
exactly the same, but
evolved as his learning
evolved. Despite differences
in presentation, there was
also great consistency in
core concepts.
